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Abstract. Small towns in rural areas are a forgotten but relevant object of geographical
research. The dichotomous understanding of “city—village” is being replaced by the
idea of a continuum between the city and the countryside [3]. The authors consider the
issues of theory and practice of center-peripheral relations in the context of sustainable
development of rural areas.

The authors in this article point out the factors that determine the territorial structure of
the rural zomes. They distinguish the following external components — this is the
economic and transport-geographical position, landscape environment and,
undoubtedly, the presence of cities within the transport accessibility, acting as “centers
of gravity”. An explicit emphasis is made on the fact that it is small towns, due to their
historical attachment to rural areas, a very “colorful” object of geographical analysis.
This is explained by the fact that the analyzed settlements "absorbed" the natural and
socio-economic specifics of the introduction of economic activity, national customs and
traditions of the rural population, its mentality. Therefore, the study of the nature of
interaction and mutual influence “city—village”, “city—rural area” has a certain
scientific and practical interest.

A number of problems of the socio-economic plan are highlighted. Especially affecting
the demographic situation in the region, which ultimately leads not only to a shortage of
labor, but also due to the outflow of the able-bodied population, but also to the collapse
of the rural settlement network and the desolation of rural areas.

The authors put forward the thesis that the connecting link between the countryside and
the urbanized area are small towns, which, due to their specific geographical location,
are most “close” to the rural way of life. It is noted that small towns are the basic
centers of inter-settlement services. It is here that the objects of social and social and
cultural infrastructure are located, providing various types of services to the villager of
a daily, periodic and episodic nature. Therefore, the transport accessibility of service
sector institutions should become the prerogative of local authorities, deputies and
social welfare bodies.

It seems possible to systematically organize economic activity, taking into account the
specialization of the agricultural sector. Thus, it is clearly seen that the location of
enterprises for the processing of agricultural raw materials in small towns is intended
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to stabilize the economic situation in the region, to provide the local population with the
necessary jobs.

The authors also come to the conclusion that rural areas and small towns have a high
cultural, moral and aesthetic potential, they become objects of recreation and tourism
(ethnographic, event-driven, ecological, etc.).
